Service Descriptions


OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY SERVICES

General Functional Capacity Evaluation(GFCE)
 

An objective and standardized evaluation that measures the individual’s current physical abilities.  This evaluation provides a physical strength rating based on the National Occupational Classification (NOC).  It is a useful assessment to provide baseline physical strengths to assist in vocational planning.  

Specific Functional Capacity Evaluation (SFCE)


An objective and standardized evaluation measuring the individual’s current physical abilities, comparing the results to a specific occupation, defined to include employment, homemaking and caregiving, and making recommendations for return-to-work and activities of normal living. 

Cognitive Functional Capacity Evaluation (CFCE)


An objective and standardized evaluation that measures the individual’s current cognitive and physical abilities and makes recommendations for vocational rehabilitation and/or return-to-work planning.  

Physical Demands Analysis (PDA)



For a specific job, the essential tasks are outlined and the physical components are quantified including weight, distances, and time frequencies.  It is a document used when matching a specific job to an employee’s physical abilities.

Cognitive Demands Analysis (CDA)





For a specific job, the essential tasks are outlined and the cognitive and psychological components and aptitudes are qualified.  It is a document used when matching a specific job to an employee’s cognitive abilities.  This analysis is often done in conjunction with a PDA.

Work Site Assessment







A physical/cognitive demands analysis with recommendations for a specific employee that may include a return-to-work program and/or workplace modifications. 

OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY SERVICES

Ergonomic Assessment






An assessment of physical and environmental elements of an individual’s workstation, to remove potential barriers to work.  This assessment provides education on posture and body mechanics as well as recommendations to reduce or prevent work-strain and increase worker’s productivity.

In-home Assessment







An objective assessment of an individual’s ability to safely complete their pre-injury activities of daily living including: personal care, housekeeping, home maintenance and/or caregiving tasks.  It is used to determine needs for equipment prescription, education, and/or participation in a functional restoration program. 

Assessment of Attendant Care Needs (Form 1)




An objective assessment to identify the support and equipment needs for essential personal care tasks of an individual.

Pre-claim assessments (as of March 1, 2006)

An objective assessment to determine the individual injuries and equipment needs prior to hospital discharge.

Discharge Planning

A determination of required services and equipment needs of an individual upon discharge into the community to ensure his/her safety through an evaluation and liaison with the hospital and various community agencies.  Community services can be provided to ensure continuum of care.
